	When we moved to Philadelphia, all our family wanted to come visit us and see the historic sites like Valley Forge, Independence Hall and the Betsy Ross House. It seemed like we saw a constant flow of relatives and knew Valley Forge better than we did our own bedrooms, which were usually filled with grandparents, uncles and aunts. We slept on pallets on the floor.  But seeing all those sites did spark a lifelong interest in history, so when we decided to set our book in Philadelphia and include a ghost we knew he wasn’t going to be from the present.  
	Many other writers have explored the richness of early American life in the 18th century in historical, time-travel, romance, and mystery novels. These are a few books that we found written for a middle-grade audience.
